We offer a variety of informative and entertaining tours, which can be tailor made to meet 
your needs and which can cover areas of the National Curriculum and Wirral Agreed RE 
Syllabus.

Visit a Christian place of worship. Find out about what happens here and what 
makes a Cathedral special. Come and see the beautiful windows and find out 
about some of the stories and symbols in them. Hear the organ. Find out about 
the special clothes and furniture that are used. Dress up as a monk. Discover 
more about their lives within the Monastery they lived, worked and worshipped 
in. For younger visitors we can offer a puppet show retelling the story of St 
Werburgh alongside her shrine within the Cathedral.

Chester Cathedral is a truly remarkable building, with a history spanning almost 
two thousand years. Each part of the building represents the work of different 
generations combining to make the Cathedral that we see today. On a history 
tour you can discover more about the people and events which have shaped the 
Cathedral, from Medieval times, through to Tudor Times and the Reformation, 
and the Great Victorian Cathedral restoration.

A variety of craft workshops are on offer. Why not spend the 
morning exploring the Cathedral and then make a craft item to 
take back to school? These can include:

v Making a stained glass window
v Designing your own Illuminated letter
v Learning about the colours of the Church’s Year
v making a mini vestment or crafting a bookmark.

On a self-guided visit you manage your own session as you wish. We also offer resources for self 
guided visits such as Activity sheets for different key stages which lead you to explore the Cathedral 
through R.E. and History. We also have Maths, English trails and trails to find some of the animals the 
Cathedral contains.
