
Our Living Cathedral  

The Cathedral stands on the site of a 7th 
Century Saxon Church, dedicated to St. 
Werburgh. In 1092 it became a Benedictine 
Abbey, and a new Church in the Norman style 
was built, parts of which can still be seen. This 
Church was rebuilt from about 1250 onwards in 
the Gothic style. This process took 250 years, 
resulting in the present building. Due to the 
Dissolution of the Monasteries by Henry VIII, 
the Abbey was closed in 1540, but the next 
year it became the Cathedral of the newly-
created Diocese of Chester. So, in this place of 
history and beauty, the worship of God has 
been offered for over one thousand years.

Cathedrals are always changing, and what we do 
today is tomorrow’s history. In recent years we 
have made donations of £100,000 to the new 
Visitors’ Centre (1996) ,£30,000 towards the Song 
School Rose Window (2002) and £16,000 for 
CCTV security in Abbey St. (2004). The Friends 
have funded the re-planting of the Garden 
(£5,000), and the refurbishment of the Cathedral 
Library, including U.V. filtering blinds to protect the 
books (£4,000). External protective covering for 
the Cathedral’s stained glass windows is being 
funded (£8,000 p.a. over three years). The Friends 
have recently funded the painting of three icons 
which the Cathedral commissioned for the Lady 
Chapel.
